Some examples and indications:

For treatments: OverExpression of Ant 6 gene,  Supressing the expression of Ant 6 gene,  MT3+, MT3 KO, WT, control...

For variables: % of muscular mass (kg), total weight (Kg) , number of times performing a determined action in 5 minutes (times), total displacement during 1 minute(metres), main hair lenght (mil·límetres) ... (look for equivalent, but, related to neurodegeneration, and taking in account it has to be MEASURABLE).
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
